. All Cattle entry forms should be in by Friday, July 10, to permit a planned layout of exhibiting area.

. All livestock must be delivered to the grounds before 3:00pm Friday, July 24, 2026. All livestock EXCEPT Horses must
enter and exit Gate 2 on the hill. Only Horses use Gate 1. Cattle delivery can be made on Thursday, July 23, from
4:00pm-8:00pm and Friday, July 24, from 8:00am-3:00pMm.

7. All livestock must remain on the Fairgrounds until 5:00pm on Sunday. Exhibits shall be released in cooperation with the
Lebanon Lions Animal Superintendent, Wayne Budney. Leaving grounds early will forfeit premiums.

8. The Fair Committee will exercise all reasonable care of exhibits, but will not be responsible for any damage or loss
that may occur.

9. In absence of competition, the withholding of premiums will be at the discretion of the judges.
10. All premiums will be paid according to records in the Judge's book.
11. In making an entry, every exhibitor agrees to be governed by the rules and regulations herein.

12. Two three-day exhibitor wristband passes will be issued to each exhibitor at check-in. Lost wristband passes will not
be replaced.
